Mr. Richard W. “Dick” Wright, of Carrollton, passed away on December 16,
2013. He was 81. 

 

Mr. Wright was born on June 12, 1943 to the late Joseph and Bura Wright. He
grew up in Memphis, Tennessee and, after high school, he went to Chicago
and then on to South Dakota and later Wisconsin where he played minor
league baseball. He was drafted into the U.S. Army and served in the Korean
War. Upon returning home from the military, he received his degree and
began his career as a vocational agriculture teacher at Bowdon High School.
While in Bowdon, Mr. Wright built and, for many years, operated the Bowdon
Par 3 Golf Course. He was of the Methodist faith and was a member of
Bethlehem Campground UMC in Graham, Alabama. 

 

He is survived by his wife, Jean Wright; his two daughters, Wanda Gilroy of
Bowdon, and Wendi (Joey) Henderson of Panama City, FL; his sisters, Norma
(Bobby) Teuton of Nashville, TN and Ione Kelso of Granite Shoals, TX; his five
grandchildren and five great-grandchildren; and a number of nieces and
nephews.
