Springs Foundation for inspiring adjustment to physical handicap, which was a
source of pride for him. He attended North Georgia Trade School for two
years and received instruction on watch making. After becoming certified as a
watch maker, He and his wife Barbara opened Cosper’s Jewelry in 1960,
which they owned an operated for thirty seven years. He loved his friends,
family, and customers very much, and enjoyed serving them on a day to day
basis.
