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Mr. Johnny Lee Wiggins of Bowdon, Georgia, passed away on October 17,
2024. He was 90 years old.

Mr. Wiggins was born on May 19, 1934, in Carroll County, Georgia, to the late
Lee Otis Wiggins and Lora Lee Coley Wiggins.

Johnny spent his early years in the Gold Ridge community prior to his family
moving to Ranburne, Alabama. After graduating from Ranburne High School,
Johnny attended Alabama Polytechnic Institute, later Auburn University, and in
1956 received his Bachelor of Science in Pharmacy. Just before graduating,
Johnny married Sara Lovvorn of Woodland, Alabama. With his new pharmacy
degree in hand, Johnny and Sara moved to Carrollton, Georgia, where
Johnny worked in a local pharmacy. After a brief time there, Johnny was
drafted into the U.S. Army. He and Sara moved to Killeen, Texas, where
Johnny was stationed at Fort Hood. Upon discharge from the army, Johnny
and Sara moved to Rome, Georgia, where he worked for Enloe Drug
Company.

In 1962, Johnny and Sara, along with their 1-year-old daughter, returned to
Carroll County and opened Wiggins Pharmacy. After 33 years of operating his
own store, he continued to serve his customers at CVS. During his final years
as a pharmacist, Johnny had the opportunity to come back to his original
building, which had become Bowdon Pharmacy, to complete his career of over



50 years of practicing pharmacy in Bowdon. In addition to practicing retail
pharmacy, Johnny served patients at Bowdon Area Hospital as the hospital
pharmacist.

Johnny’s community involvement also included active membership in the
Lions Club where he served as president. He and Sara, along with their
children, were members of Bowdon First Methodist Church.

Johnny is survived by his sister, Doris Drummond of Newnan, GA son and
daughter-in-law, Stan and Amy Wiggins of Ft. Myers, FL; his daughter and
son-in-law, Sandi and Bruce Camp, of Villa Rica, GA; his grandchildren,
Nathan (Christina) Camp of Villa Rica, GA, Ashley (Will) Davis of Birmingham,
AL, Whit (Julie) Wiggins of Gainesville, FL, Will (Isabel) Wiggins of Loves
Park, IL, and Ben (Emily) Wiggins of Nashville, TN; and his great
grandchildren, lva Lynn Camp, Elias Camp, Banks Davis, and John Shepherd
Davis. Johnny also enjoyed being called “Granddaddy” by Jeremy and Kayde
Reynolds and their children Addilyn, Amelia, Ellie, and Asher.

Funeral services for Johnny will be held Monday, October 21, 2024, at 11 am
in the chapel of Rainwater Funeral Home with Dr. Billy Godwin officiating. Whit
Wiggins, Will Wiggins, Ben Wiggins, Nathan Camp, Will Davis, and Jeremy
Reynolds will serve as pallbearers.
