Travis had a vibrant and successful career in education,
during which time he served as an elementary school teacher, Principal of
Bowdon Elementary School, Assistant Superintendent of Carroll County
Schools, and Superintendent of Carroll County Schools. He respected his



teachers and students, and nothing pleased him more than to see children
excel in learning.

Travis was a faithful member of Mt. Carmel Church of Christ in Woodland,
Alabama, where he loved to worship with his church family. His strong faith in
the Lord Jesus Christ was the cornerstone of His life.

Travis enjoyed the peacefulness that life in rural Alabama offered and took
pleasure in cattle farming, vegetable gardening, and fishing with his
grandchildren. He also was an avid reader and not only a numismatist but a
wise financial steward. Travis delighted in spending time with his family, and
especially enjoyed visiting the sunny beaches of Florida, where he eventually
made Ormond by the Sea his second home.

Travis is preceded in death by his parents, two brothers Ray and Vernon
Edmondson, and one sister, JoAnne Gentry. He is survived by his wife, Joyce
Brown Edmondson, daughter Denise Daniel of Carrollton, GA, and son, David
Edmondson of Lawrenceville, GA, seven grandchildren, and four great-
grandchildren.
